Even if 
they do have ideas, they've kept them well hidden so as not 
to frighten the horses, preferring to parrot their opponents. 
Voting for National is an own goal in the contest of ideas. 
 
Act still lives under Roger Douglas' shadow.  In 1984, 
Douglas underwent a Damascene conversion to free 
marketeer. He zealously decided that the free market's results 
were so good that they should be compulsory, rather missing 
the point. Believing in freedom and voting for Act is 
delusional. 
 
For politicians, the holy grail is “the mandate”. By voting for a 
party that treats politics as a game with us as the pawns 

you're providing that mandate; you're providing your 
permission for every oppressive, expensive, and ill-thought-
out scheme their “strategists” might dream up. 
 
Voting for change but getting all the same policies back is a 
wasted vote. Voting for the lesser of two evils and hoping that 
you don't get the evil you deserve is a wasted vote. Voting for 
compulsion-touters in the hope of gaining freedom is a 
wasted vote. 
 
Only voting for a party that stands for what you believe in and 
that is willing to promote those ideas honestly and openly 
gives your vote any value. Only voting for Libertarianz tells 
those in power that freedom actually matters to you. Vote like 
you mean it.

“Hello Rongotai! 
 
Libertarianz are a party of optimists. We are glad that 
Helen Clark made trust a major issue of this election, as 
we are the only party that trusts you to manage your own 
life. 
 
We know that Helen Clark is not better able to organise 
your family, we know Michael Cullen is not better able to 
organise your money, and we know the Green Party are 
not better able to organise your lunchbox.

So far it has been a busy campaign. In 
between work & family, (I have two 
daughters aged one and three years) 
I’ve managed to get some 
electioneering done. My strategy has 
been a combination of leaflets, billboards, campaign 
meetings and newspaper articles. 
 
I have hand delivered approx 1800 Libz pamphlets with a 
personalised leaflet inside around the Hunua electorate. I 
expect these, in conjunction with the billboards, will raise 
general awareness of the party in general and will 
hopefully turn into some votes. 
 
I have received good coverage in the local papers – with 
the publication of several articles. This seems to be the 
most effective tactic by far, as it’s quite surprising the 
number of people who actually read the whole paper. I 
found it’s a good idea to have a good working relationship 
with the local journalists. My articles are aimed at showing 
that Libertarianz is a credible & genuine alternative to the 
status quo. 
 
The first candidates meeting I attended was organised by 
the maxim institute who decided I couldn’t speak because 
‘It’s only for parties that are represented in Parliament’. I 
considered this to be somewhat unfair, but I made the best 
of the situation by turning up to the meeting and handing 
out pamphlets, explaining our policies & mentioning why I 
wasn’t allowed to speak. The other candidates and the 
public were genuinely surprised by the maxim institute’s 
policy on this. 
 
At the next meeting I was able to speak and used a 
speech I had written myself. It was designed to cover 
Libertarianz policy without been too controversial. 
 
For the third meeting I used a shortened version of Mitch 
Lees’ speech [published page 2 – ED]. This greatly 
impressed some members of the audience, particularly the 
bit about Bernard’s court case against the Labour Party 
over the pledge card scandal. I think that several other 
candidates were privately glad I brought it up. 
 
The emissions trading scheme (ETS) is a big issue in 
Hunua because of the Glenbrook steel mill. It employs 
1200 people directly & 4700 indirectly & would be severely 
effected by the ETS. I was able to explain the enormous 
damage the ETS will do to the local economy and 
community and why it is Libertarianz policy not to support 
the Kyoto protocol. 
 
It’s interesting to note that that the Greens policy on drugs 
appeared to change between the first & third meetings with 
the candidate saying they wouldn’t legalise cannabis in 
response to a question from the audience. 
 
Remember, a vote for National or Labour is a vote for the 
status quo, a vote for Libertarianz is a vote to get your 
freedom & your life back.

With chill economic winds blowing and 
all the mainstream political parties 
either unaware that the global economy 
has changed while they've been out 
campaigning, or abjectly clueless what 
to do about it, Libertarianz finance spokesman Julian 
Darby released the only credible plan to confront both 
galloping government deficits and collapsing financial 
markets.  
 
"I call it the Don't-Spend-So-Goddamned-Much Plan," he 
says.  
 
Responsible political parties would know that every cut in 
taxes must be accompanied by corresponding cuts in 
government spending - "Hence the Libertarianz Don't-
Spend-So-Goddamned-Much Plan," he says. And 
responsible parties know too that when the economy 
tanks, that government receipts go down - "Hence the 
urgency of the Libertarianz Don't-Spend-So-Goddamned-
Much Plan."

 "Tax cuts are not credible and genuine recovery is not 
possible as long as government keeps competing for 
capital with profit-making businessmen."  
 
"Stop spending so goddamn much," says Darby, "and 
you'll still have enough to abolish GST, make the first 
$50,000 of income tax-free, and leave New Zealand's 
economy robust enough to confront whatever the world's 
central bankers throw at us.  Then the much-needed 
market corrections can happen as rapidly as they need to, 
without being prolonged by government meddling or 
competing for essential capital with the entrepreneurs who 
will grow us out of danger."  
 
Instead of sitting at the bottom of the world like a possum 
in the headlights as we face the collapse of the housing 
bubble, a serious credit crunch and signs of an imminent 
inflationary depression - none of which the major parties 
give any sign they've even noticed - Darby maintains the 
responsible answer at such a time is to urgently work 
towards a policy of sound money and a permanent end to 
deficit spending.  
 
As a matter of urgency, governments need to cut the fat - 
and there's plenty of it in Helengrad just waiting to be cut 
to the bone.

 Economic Correction Needs 
Political Correction

"The response of the mainstream 
political parties to the global economic 
crisis has been universally appalling," 
says Libertarianz party leader Bernard 
Darnton. "First denial, then promises of 
deficit spending of both the type and degree that helped 
delay recovery from the Great Depression for more than a 
decade."  
 
"New Zealand just can't afford this," he says. "The scale of 
the market calamity is potentially the worst since the 
1930s, and our own markets need to be as free as 
possible to allow us to respond, to correct, and to get back 
on our feet among the first of the recovering countries."  
 
"And let's admit something right up front," he says, "we're 
not playing tiddlywinks here. Just like the rest of the world, 
New Zealand has no choice about the pain of the coming 
correction. Our only choice is whether the pain takes one 
year, or two, or ten. We either confront the task and 
endure one year of pain - like ripping off a band-aid, we 
can get it over with as quickly as possible - or we can try to 
fake reality and endure a whole decade of pain instead, 
just as Japan did in the nineties - the period they still call 
its 'lost decade'."  
 
"Only Libertarianz appears to realise the scale of the crisis 
bearing down on us, and the reality of this fundamental 
alternative," laments Darnton.  
 
"This morning, Libertarianz finance spokesman Julian 
Darby released the first part of our plan outlining what 
government can do to prepare New Zealand to weather 
the crisis: the Stop-Spending-So-Goddamn-Much Plan. 
This afternoon," says Darnton, "I'm announcing the crucial 
second part."  
 
"I call it the Get-The-Hell-Out-Of-The-Way Plan."  
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"When market corrections bite, the most urgent pressure is 
on prices. We urgently need to remove all the handbrakes 
on markets correcting themselves -- to slash away all the 
political barriers that stop prices dropping to meet the new 
market reality we all have to face: that things today aren't 
worth anything like what they were yesterday."  
 
The most urgent of these barriers is the minimum-wage 
law, and all pro-union legislation. In time of recession 
when labour costs need to drop to meet falling demand 
and plummeting prices, laws that keep wages artificially 
high and that featherbed labour protectionists are a clear 
invitation to produce huge lines of unemployed and turn 
'recession' into 'depression'. "The necessary adjustment 
will be painful," admits Darnton, "but if the correction is 
allowed to proceed across the board, other prices will drop 
commensurately so the pain need not be so great as you 
might imagine."  
 
The other matter of urgency is the removal of all the 
legislative restrictions that keep replacement housing 
prices high - so high now that most houses are now worth 
less than their replacement cost. These include all the 
green and gold-plated additions to the Building Act (which 
would have included the ban on decent showers) - which 
essentially means gutting it and going back to 1987. It 
includes removing the power of councils to collect 
exorbitant levies on new developments - which essentially 
means gutting the Local Government Act.  
 
And it urgently includes removing all the well-documented 
restrictions on land supply that have pushed the cost of 
new housing up so high - and that means abolishing the 
Resource Management Act and sending council planners 
on a long holiday to their spiritual home: North Korea.  
 
Once these are out of the way, removing the other barriers 
to prices dropping and businesses getting on with their 
business affordably should follow almost immediately - this 
means an urgent and immediate end to expensive 
"luxuries" such as GST, OSH, compulsory ACC levies and 
the Emissions Trading Scams of both major parties.  
 
"Political correction like I've described above," concludes 
Darnton, "is the necessary response to the much-needed 
economic correction. While other countries struggle to get 
their own tired economic vehicles into the pits, we'll be 
back on the track and heading for the home straight. Only 
correction on this scale will allow struggling businesses to 
cope with the new economic reality, to 'de-coke' our 
clogged economic engine, and to set us back on the road 
to real recovery."

"Invest" 
 
You'll see it being used by politicians of 
all stripes. Labour, National, the 
Greens, NZ First, Maori Party etc etc. 
They all want to "invest". 
 
However, when have you ever gained a return from one of 
their investments better than you would with your own 
money? 
 
I invest. It involves a simple concept: 
• I use my own money. 
• I choose where I want to invest it, seeking a return that 

increases the value of my initial investment. 
• I use that return to invest more, or purchase something 

else. 
• If I get it wrong, I lose my own money, learn something 

and move on. 
 
When politicians say "invest" they mean: 
• They use YOUR money. 
• They won’t ask you before they take it, and will use 

force to make you pay it. 
• They choose where they want to invest it, and they are 

almost always not seeking a return that increases the 
value of the initial investment. 

• Virtually none of their investments mean you get any 
of your money back, let alone more. 

• If they get it wrong, they don't compensate you, they 
keep getting paid well above the average wage and 
face virtually no accountability for it. 

 
Want examples? 
 
Dr. Cullen buys the Auckland rail network. Treasury 
valuation at best NZ$20 million, Dr Cullen pays NZ$81 
million. Current market valuation? About NZ$20 million. 
 
John Key promises to invest in the Waikato Expressway. 
Net financial rate of return zero. Economic benefit/cost 
ratio, 1:1 over 25 years (in other words you - by which I 
mean everyone on average, will only get your money back 
after 25 years, except you wont really, some people will 
save a lot of money on time and fuel, but you - by which I 
mean you and everyone else - will have paid for those 
people to get that).  
 
Green party promises to invest in housing. Net financial 
rate of return zero. If you own a property already it will 
depress the price. You won’t get any money back from 
that. 
 
So next time you hear a politician talk about investing, ask 
them what rate of return you'll get from them spending 
your money.  
 
It isn't an investment to spend someone else's money on 
something they didn't approve of and which won’t see 
them get any of their investment back. 

 
It's called spending other people's money. 
 
So I am calling for some simple honesty. Don't say invest, 
when you just mean spend. You are campaigning for 
people to elect you so you can spend everyone's money 
on what you think is best for them. 
 
That's not investment. It's being Nanny.

Local doctor announces candidacy for 

Wairarapa electorate 
 
Masterton GP Richard McGrath today added his name to 
the list of candidates seeking election as MP for the 
Wairarapa electorate.  
 
Representing the Libertarianz Party, Richard has worked 
as a doctor in Masterton for the past 15 years, including 
duties as a police medical officer, team doctor for the 
Wairarapa Bush senior rugby team, and medical officer 
with the local methadone programme. 
 
"All the mainstream parties want to tax you to the bone 
and spend the money on their pet projects,” he said. “My 
party, on the other hand, wants to get out of the way and 
let New Zealanders keep their money and spend it as they 
see fit." 
 
A Libertarianz government would make the first $50,000 of 
income tax-free, as an interim measure toward eventually 
abolishing income tax altogether within five years. GST 
would also be scrapped. 
 
"Tax cuts naturally have to be linked to spending cuts, and 
these could be achieved by abolishing most government 
departments. First to go would be some of the more 
absurd cabinet posts such as those for racing, the 
America’s Cup and the Rugby World Cup, but even the 
welfare, health and education systems could be devolved 
back to private charities and businesses.” 
 
The Libertarianz Party believes the role of government is 
to uphold the individual rights of New Zealanders, not 
redistribute wealth away from those who have rightfully 
earned it through hard work. "We believe the state should 
provide a police force, a defence force and a justice 
system. Everything else would be better done by the 
private sector." 
 
The party takes controversial stands on issues such as 
drugs, climate change and gun ownership.  
 
 "We believe it should be legal for an adult to use 
recreational drugs, and, if elected, as an interim measure 
before complete deregulation we would immediately 
legalise all drugs considered safer than alcohol - such as 
cannabis, amphetamine and ecstasy.” 
 
 “Prohibition drives the drug trade into the hands of gangs 
and other criminals, and doesn’t address the health issues 
faced by the people who use recreational substances.” 

 
"My party is sceptical of the postulated link between 
climate change and human activity. We reject the need for 
any sort of tax on productivity, which is what the green 
lobby want.” 
 
"We also reject the need for the state to be involved in 
education. Public schools are failing to teach children the 
basics, and are thus hurting their chances of finding 
meaningful employment in an increasingly competitive and 
international job market.” 
 
"We believe New Zealanders should be allowed to use 
their money to educate their children in whatever manner 
they wish. Tax breaks would give every New Zealander 
the opportunity to give their child a private education.” 
 
"We believe people have the right to defend themselves 
against violence, by whatever means necessary. Self-
defence should be a legitimate reason for owning a 
firearm, and people should not be penalised or prosecuted 
for defending themselves against robbers, rapists and 
home invaders.”  
 
The Libertarianz Party's catchphrase is 'More Freedom, 
Less Government'. If elected to parliament, it would 
support any proposed legislation that increased personal 
freedom.  
 
“Of course, this doesn’t mean the freedom to hurt other 
people and their property. My party are not anarchists. We 
believe in the rule of law. Currently, we have the rule of 
politicians, who take our money and restrict our liberty.” 
 
Dr McGrath believes no other political party in New 
Zealand is remotely interested in reducing the scope of 
government in people's lives.  
 
"If anyone thinks a National government is the answer to 
the arrogance and bullying of the Clark regime, they would 
be horrified at how few things John Key would change if 
elected. A vote for National is actually a wasted vote, as 
New Zealanders will be dished out more of the we-know-
best policies that have characterised the last eighteen 
years of National and Labour governments." 
 
Dr McGrath sees his candidacy as a chance for voters to 
lodge a protest vote against all the other political parties 
who, he says, “want to run your life for you, using your 
money.”

My speech: 
Hello Eastbourne! 
 
My name is Phil Howison, and I'm 
representing the Libertarianz Party. We 
agree with Labour – this election is all 
about trust. The Libertarianz are unlike 
any of the other parties here tonight, 
because we trust YOU to take care of your own lives. 
 
To give you an idea of what we stand for, we want to abolish 
GST on food. We also want to abolish GST on everything 
else. And we want to make the first $50,000 of your income 
tax-free. Think about that – not only would everything you buy 
be 12.5% cheaper, if you earn over 50k you would get to keep 
an extra $11,000 a year, and for those earning under 50k – 
you would not pay any tax at all. 
 
But why do we want to cut taxes so much, you may ask? Our 
slogan is "More Freedom, Less Government". We stand for 
personal freedom – you should be able to do anything you 
like as long as you leave other people and their property 
alone. And we believe that personal freedom can only be 
achieved by drastically reducing the size of government. We 
think government should stick to law and order – to enforcing 
laws against assault, theft and fraud, and imprisoning violent 
criminals – and stop interfering in the lives of peaceful New 
Zealanders. The last three years have seen some horrific 
examples of Nanny State – the ban on smoking in bars, the 
ban on smacking, the ban on party pills, and so on – but by 
far the worst violation of our rights has been the Electoral 
Finance Act. Leaving aside the fact that it is badly written and 
poorly implemented, it has a chilling effect on free speech. 
The Libertarianz believe that any law which stops individuals 
and groups from speaking out against the government, and 
expressing themselves as they wish, is evil and morally 
indefensible. 
 
To avoid having to actually raise money themselves, parties 
such as Labour and the Greens have proposed taxpayer 
funding of political parties. Can you believe it? Free money for 
political activists to use to promote their ideas at your 
expense. The Libertarianz are completely opposed to such a 
scam. In fact, we were the only party to turn down taxpayer 
funding this year. And after last election, when it was found 
that parties had illegally used taxpayer funds for their own 
benefit, including an outrageous $768,000 on Labour's 
electioneering, only one party stood up for the rule of law – 
the Libertarianz. Our leader and Wellington Central candidate, 
Bernard Darnton, took the case against Labour to the High 
Court, and he almost certainly would have succeeded if 
Labour had not passed a law to make the illegal spending 
legal. 
 
The government is not above the law. And no-one should 
vote for a party which acts as if it is above the law. 
 
Libertarianz trust you to run your own lives without 
government interference. We have no hidden agenda. 
Everything we stand for – even such things as legalisation, 
privatisation, getting rid of the dole and the DPB, selling state 
assets – we are open and honest about. Because we are 
genuine in our belief that freedom works. For example, we 
believe that enabling New Zealanders to arm themselves for 

their own self-defence will reduce violent crime. We believe 
that the dole destroys people's motivation and sense of self-
worth, and that beneficiaries would be better off working for 
their money. And we believe that parents should be in charge 
of education, not bureaucrats. 
 
I'm seeking your party vote and your electorate vote. Vote for 
me if you don't want to be led by greedy and dishonest 
politicians – vote Libertarianz to throw off the shackles of 
nanny state - vote for Libertarianz if you believe that you are 
more than capable of living your own life. A vote for 
Libertarianz is vote for yourself! 
 
My report: 
 
The meeting was a lot of fun! I would highly recommend going 
along to candidate meetings in your electorate.  
 
Hutt South is one of the safest Labour seats, and it shows. 
The Labour candidate, Trevor Mallard is almost completely 
lacking in charisma, and the National candidate is a first-timer 
with a low list placing who ums and ahs excessively, and 
whose answer to most questions was to stall and waffle. 
There is no reason why a Libertarianz candidate should go to 
a meeting expecting to see polished, charismatic candidates - 
you should aim to be the best speaker there, with the most 
hard-hitting answers. 
 
Richard Goode asked his famous "what will you do to stop the 
persecution of cannabis users?" question, with interesting 
results. I paraphrase: 
Murray from United Future - "drugs are bad, they destroy your 
brain, etc" 
GInny from the Greens - "drugs are bad, criminalisation is not 
the answer, etc" 
Ron Mark, NZ First - "Nothing!" 
Trevor Mallard - "I'm with Ron" 
Paul Quinn, National - "That makes three of us" 
Me - "You've probably guessed what my answer will be. 
Banning any substance tends to be completely ineffective and 
counterproductive. That's why New Zealand has among the 
highest rates of cannabis use in the Western World, despite 
decades of cannabis prohibition. We should stop persecuting 
cannabis users because there is simply no point"  
Lindsay Mitchell - "How dare the previous speakers, Trevor, 
Ron and Paul say they will do nothing?..."  
Camilia from the Kiwi Party - "drugs are bad, families, 
criminalisation, government funding etc" 
 
Lindsay is right (she was right about most things, she just 
couldn't publicly speak her mind on most issues. She's in the 
wrong party). The refusal of the major parties to consider any 
kind of drug-law reform, despite the complete failure of the 
current system, shows despicable, shameful cowardice. 
 
When some young leftist asked "How does cutting taxes help 
reduce the gap between the rich and the poor?" I got the first 
answer - "It doesn't. And it shouldn't." 
 
My reception when I mentioned guns or drugs was poor. But, 
unlike the other candidates, I don't see the point in 
sugarcoating our less popular policies. They were far more 
receptive when I talked about selling TVNZ, firing all council 
busybodies and abolishing rates. 
 
Overall, while we probably gained few votes, I thought I came 
across well and showed the Libertarianz to be a principled 
and motivated party. And I had a lot of fun. I would highly 
recommend it. And feel free to borrow the speech!

[The following is Peter Linton’s speech to 
the Beachaven ratepayers association in 
the Northcote Electorate – Ed] 
 
A few weeks ago, Helen Clark stated that this election was 
all about “trust”. She was right. It is about trust. 
 
It is all about whether you can be trusted with your own 
money, or whether the government should take it off you 
and then tell you how they are going to spend it. 
 
It’s also about whether you can be trusted to look after the 
property and land that you own, or whether the state 
should tell you what you can and can’t do with it. 
 
Our policies, aim to return power from politicians and 
bureau-Rats back to the people of New Zealand.  
 
To start with, the Kyoto agreement - and the emissions 
trading scam – both threaten to lower living standards for 
New Zealanders for no discernible benefit. We would 
withdraw from Kyoto and dump the ETS. 
 
The global warming hypothesis is based on shoddy 
science and endlessly malleable computer models.  
 
My party rejects the need for any intervention aimed at 
manipulating carbon dioxide production by throttling 
human endeavour. 
 
Libertarianz believe the best motivation for individuals and 
small groups to look after land and the plants and 
creatures that inhabit it, is for them to own that land.  
 
And for people to be able to develop that land to its full 
potential, provided they do no harm to others as a result. 
 
The RMA, brought in by National, & enlarged by Labour, 
has destroyed lives and jobs up and down the country. It is 
petty-minded government interference on a massive scale.  
 
Libertarianz would scrap the RMA. 
 
There is already 800 years of common law that provides a 
precedent for protecting both property owners and the 
environment.   Common law derives from the principle that 
property owners should be free to peacefully enjoy their 
property, provided they recognise the same right in others. 
This calls for a degree of tolerance, but also provides legal 
protection if your neighbour causes pollution or otherwise 
damages you or your property.   
 
It has become increasingly difficult for New Zealanders to 
run a farm, to chop a tree down, to do alterations around 
their home, to do anything, without running foul of the 
RMA.  
 
Local Councils need to be rapidly down-sized & their ability 
to interfere & levy taxes severely restricted. Laws that 

restrict people from acting in their own interest, such as 
the RMA and District Plans, are a serious threat to 
productivity and enjoyment of life. 
 
If you really care about your property, income & right to 
life, put your money – not taxpayer money - where your 
mouth is. There is nothing more likely to ensure a person 
will look after something, than if they own it.   
 
So why should you vote for me? 
 
As a government, Libertarianz would let you keep the fruits 
of your labour, and leave you to spend it as you choose. 
Eventually there would be no income tax & no GST. 
 
If elected, we would let New Zealanders develop and look 
after their land, without penalty, provided they don’t initiate 
force or fraud against others in the process. 
 
As far as we could, a Libertarianz government would keep 
out of your way & enshrine your rights in a constitution as 
well as ensuring you can have the means to defend those 
rights, with force, if necessary. 
 
What other party here tonight promises to do that? 
 
Please, ladies and gentlemen, this time around, don’t 
waste your vote by swapping one lot of control freaks for 
another.  
 
The current laws that supposedly protect our lives & our 
property are nothing short of socialism & fascism, giving  
the pretence of private ownership, while making the owner 
powerless to do anything with their property. 
 
I urge you to reject these laws, the politicians who brought 
them in, and those who continue to support them. 
 
It’s your money, your life, and your land - not theirs. Vote 
Libertarianz and reclaim your freedom.
